The De Soto Board of Adjustment met at 6:00p.m. with Chairman Bradford and board members Steven Jones and 
Don Pierce present. City Clerk Thomas and City Engineer Kent Zarley present. 
 
Motion by Jones/Pierce to approve the 03/29/16 board minutes as written RC: all ayes, Motion carried.  
 
Discussion took place regarding the variance application for Victory Motor Shop, located on Lots 32,33,34 Golden 
Circle Air Plat 2, De Soto, IA, Chapter 156, Site Plan, 156.04 Open space, landscaping, parking and architectural 
requirements; 156.04.13.F.1, 156.04.13.F.2 and 156.04.13.F.3. Ryan Vos, owner of Victory Motor Shop, explained 
Variance 1, section 156.04.13.F.1 states all buildings must be designed to include brick, stone or glass as primary 
materials on at least 70% of each elevation. Split face block, EFIS and precast materials may be used as a secondary 
material. Residential-style vinyl or metal siding or paneling may only be used as a trim material and must not make up 
more than 10% of any elevation. Victory Motor Shop proposes exterior materials will consist of stone veneer, glazing 
and metal roof, siding and trim. Variance 2, section 156.04.13.F.2 states all buildings should be designed to minimum 
single plane walls and boxy appearance through the use of pitched roofs, dormers, cupolas, multiple roof lines and 
relief in long wall expanses. Victory Motor Shop proposes the building will have single plane walls, a canopy feature 
has been added over the entryway with the Owner’s signature “V” incorporated into the structure. Variance 3, section 
156.04.13.F.3 loading docks, service areas or overhead doors shall not face the corridor. Victory Motor Shop proposes 
service doors are necessary for the operation of the business. The visibility of the doors from the street brands the 
business as a repair and customization shop. The windows in the overhead doors allow customers to experience the 
activity happening in the shop. Motion by Pierce/Jones to approve Victory Motor Shop, located on Lots 32,33,34 
Golden Circle Air Plat 2, De Soto, IA, variance application for Chapter 156, Site Plan, 156.04 Open space, 
landscaping, parking and architectural requirements; 156.04.13.F.1, 156.04.13.F.2, 156.04.13.F.3. RC: all ayes, 
Motion carried.
